· Responsible for all Children’s Ministries, coordinating with program leaders to implement a strategic plan for Children’s Ministries, and equipping parents as spiritual nurturers. Responsible for all Children’s Ministries, including but not limited to:

· Kid’s Quest, Kid’s Quest Jr. & Vacation Bible School, 
· Overall administration of Orange Curriculum resources
· Responsible for volunteer child care providers
· Safe Sanctuary – responsible for all aspects of our policy to ensure the safety of our children including: provide training opportunities, oversee background checks of ministry volunteers and keep every ministry area in compliance.

· Youth – coordinate with the Director of Student Ministries for middle school and high school ministries
· Family Ministries

· Oversee adult ministries primarily directed towards reaching new families for Jesus Christ. Including but not limited to: baptism, parenting and membership classes.

· Coordinate with the Vision Pastor about small groups at the Colonial Park campus.

· Lead Leaders – develop, recruit and deploy ministry leaders. Primary responsible to disciple volunteer leaders in every ministry area.

· Outreach at the Colonial Park Campus – develop a long-range plan for outreach to children and families in the surrounding area.
· Overall administration of curriculum for children and family ministries, relying heavily upon the Orange Curriculum
